% City of North Myrtle Beach Law Governing the Use of Shading Devices on the Beach:
[ ]

No shading devices (tents, umbrellas, pavilions, canopies, etc.) may be set up on the beach before 8
am daily.

e Shading devices must be removed from the beach by 7 pm daily.

e Shading devices left on the beach after 7 pm will be collected by the city and stored for up to 30
days. Owners can reclaim their tents during that period but must pay a $40 fee, which goes to pay
for the labor required to collect, tag and store tents left on the beach after 7 pm.

e Shading devices, other than umbrellas, must be located landward of the City umbrella line or, if
no City umbrella lines exist, the high tide mark.

e All shading devices must be located 20—25 feet seaward of dune line. This frees up a lane along

the high tide beach for Rescue and Safety vehicles to use in the event of an emergency. %E

No shading device may be higher than 9 feet installed.
Shading devices may not be joined together in any manner.
Shading devices, other than umbrellas, must be placed at a minimum of 10 feet from any other
shading device.
e Shading devices may not be placed within 10 feet of any lifeguard stand.
e Anchoring lines, if used, may not extend beyond the perimeter of the shading device.
Violation of the ordinance is punishable by a $250 fine.

a new compilation CD released for us to talk about. This one is a 13-song disc in the now-
g familiar KHP Records style and is titled Lil House Big Party.

Jd The overall “tone” here is that of “party shag’, if such a designation exists. The focus is not on

dd the older bluesy style or on traditional beach, but songs like “I'll Know Her When | See Her” from

dd North Tower and “I Found Out” from the Blackwater Rhythm & Blues Band have a party beat
that would likely transfer to other dance audiences. Twelve of these thirteen songs are shagga-
ble, however, and the lone exception is a slow tribute song “General Johnson” by Jonathan Bur-
ton.

dd The strongest song on this compilation, and a song that is doing very well in the clubs, is “Let’s
Walk” by Austin de Leon. This song is from the CD Soul Blues , features some great saxo-
phone work, and is currently in the top 15 of most beach/shag music charts. “Let’'s Walk” is in-

7 fectious, and it may well be the reason for you to purchase this disc. Other familiar offerings are
Paul Craver’s rendition of the old Arthur Alexander classic “Every Day | Have To Cry Some” and

L2 Angel Rissoff’s quality version of “Open The Door To Your Heart.” Rhonda McDaniel made the
rounds of the clubs during Mid-Winters to sing her new release “Lighten Up”, and it is on this
CD.
