Shag Notes

Shag Notes is a monthly music comment column.  Opinions are those of the author alone and not of 
the Roanoke Valley Shag Club. 

It is always a difficult assignment to write this column just before an S.O.S. and try to predict what will 
be seen as “the good music” for that event.  My task this spring was made easier by the release of 
“Fessa” Hook’s Fish Fry on March 2, 2011.  This 15-song compilation is from Shanty’s Records – I 
had told you in last December’s issue that Shanty’s was a name to watch for our music. 

If you claim to like bluesy shag music, “Fessa”Hook’s Fish Fry should be a “must have” for your col-

lection.  The disc opens with “What A Life” by David Foster and never lets up for 14 of those 15 songs 
(only the last “bonus track” from Mark Roberts isn’t of the hard-driving dance beat).  Snooky Prior is 
here with his marvelous harmonica playing “Don’t Worry About Me”, and Nappy Brown growls out “Bye 
Bye Baby”.  The up-tempo yet smooth version of “Dream Lover” that you may have heard on the dance 
floor is here from McKinley Mitchell.   

The two songs on this CD that you may already have in your collection are likely “Wee Baby Blues” 
from Mojo Blues Band and then “Down In The Bottom” by James Hilton.  It would be difficult to get tired 
of listening to the Mojo Blues Band, however.  How about three other good songs from Leon Daniels, 
Maurice Williams, and Billy Scott?  Here they are, along with “Never Will Forgive You” from Kenny 
“Blues Boss” Wayne. 

It has been quite a while since I have so thoroughly enjoyed or endorsed a recording.  IF you didn’t buy 
a copy of “Fessa” Hook’s Fish Fry at S.O.S., then you need to call or go on-line to Judy’s House of 

Oldies and get one.  Do it now, your foot is ready to get tappin’.  And once your copy arrives, you will 
be further encouraged to see that the cover also says “Volume One”…. Indicating that more may be on 
the way.   This is the album that Donna and I will practice to on our porch this spring. 

What have you done this past month to support the musicians?  Music:  Buy it, don’t burn it.
