Shag Notes

Shag Notes is a monthly music comment column.  Opinions are those of the author alone and not of the Roanoke 
Valley Shag Club. 

By now most of you have likely reviewed the ñTop 50 Shag Songs of 2010ò published by the Association of Beach 
& Shag Club DJôs (  www.abscdj.com/  ).  Scanning down the listing of artists for the year draws attention to new-
comers such as ñCountryò artists Josh Turner and Lady Antebellum.  There is another surprise artist on the list at 
#34, with Cyndi Lauperôs song ñYou Just Canôt Winò.  How did the ñGirls Just Want To Have Funò singer come to 
develop a song on ñourò top 50 list?   

In an interview with Blues Review magazine, Cyndi Lauper related that the idea came to her in a dream.  Canadi-
an jazz pianist Oscar Peterson (once promoted as the ñBrown Bomber of the Boogie Woogieò) appeared to her in 
a dream and told her that she ñshould do old songs and make them new.ò  The result is her CD titled Memphis 
Blues  (Mercer Street Records).  Lauper also cites being influenced by Ma Rainey, the ñMother of the Bluesò. 

While Memphis Blues  is a blues album and not a shag or dance album, there are three of the eleven songs that 
are danceable.  While ñJust Your Foolò made the top fifty list, I like her rendition of Muddy Watersô ñRollin & Tum-
blinò better.  The other potential shag song is ñEarly In The Morning Bluesò, made popular by B. B. King and in-
cluding B. B. doing a descant refrain.  The album is also of interest to fans of Johnny Lang, as he does some fine 
guitar work and mournful singing on ñHow Blue Can You Getò and on a rather deliberately paced version of Rob-
ert Johnsonôs ñCrossroads Bluesò. 

Going to Memphis and performing with B. B. King, Johnny Lang, New Orleans great Allen Toussaint, and har-
monica master Charlie Musselwhite does not necessarily provide what blues musicians would call the ñchopsò or 
proper background to be called a blues artist.  Still, Cyndi Lauperôs Memphis Blues  was Billboard magazineôs 
2010 #1 Blues Album of the Year.  It would not be a bad addition to any blues collection. 

What have you done this past month to support the musicians?  Music:  Buy it, donôt burn it.
